	 Walt Disney had first considered 
building a park similar to today’s 
Disney’s Hollywood Studios in his 
own backlot in California. His dream 
finally became a reality when land 
was utilized here in Florida for a 
true behind-the-scenes experience.

	 Originally intended to be a half-day 
experience, Disney-MGM Studios 
consisted of six attractions at its opening: 
SuperStar Television, presented by 
SONY; The Monster Sound Show, 
presented by SONY; SoundWorks, 
presented by SONY; The Great Movie 
Ride; Backstage Studio Tour; and 
The Magic of Disney Animation. 

	 The search was on in April 1989 for 
Cast to help open and operate the new 
park. In a mere 21 days, 2,100 Cast 
Members were hired, many of them 
existing Cast who transferred from 
Magic Kingdom Park and Epcot.

	 A quarter century later, Angeline 
still keeps in touch with many 
opening-day Cast Members.

	 “We were such a tight group of people, 
and I think it was because we were 
in such unfamiliar territory that we 
bonded together,” she remembered.

	 While the attractions, shows – and 
even the name – are no longer the same 
at the 135-acre park, that common 
bond of entertaining with a Hollywood 

flair continues today with attractions 
including “Beauty and the Beast – Live 
on Stage” and Toy Story Midway Mania! 
When you are there, it truly feels like 
you are in the middle of a live set or have 
become part of a beloved Disney classic.

	 “Our park has fantastic experiences 
that our Guests love and seek out when 
they visit the Walt Disney World Resort,” 
said Dan Cockerell, vice president of 
Disney’s Hollywood Studios. “But it’s 
the amazing Cast Members who can 
come together and make each Guest 
feel as if [he or she is] stepping onto that 
Hollywood soundstage every day.”
